When considering the specific characteristics of a defined physiographic area, each project can 
face unique challenges; therefore, comparing the costs per mile is not necessarily straightforward. 
As shown above in Table 6 -2, the Elliott �± Lee 138 kV Transmission Line Rebuild Project�¶�V���F�R�V�W�V��
are anticipated to be slightly lower per mile than one similar  project within Ohio (Lee Extension 
138 kV Transmission Line) that the Company has filed with OPSB within the past three years. The 
Lee Extension 138 kV Transmission Line had more substantial ROW costs associated with 
acquiring  a completely greenfield corridor , whereas the Elliott �± Lee 138 kV Transmission Line 
Rebuild Project predominantly involves expanding an existing 50 -foot-wide ROW corridor to 100 
feet.  

When compared with the Philo �± Newcomerstown 138 kV Transmission Line (East New Concord 
�± Norfield Switch), the Elliott �± Lee 138 kV Transmission Line Rebuild Project�¶�V�� �F�R�V�W�V�� �D�U�H��
anticipated to be higher per mile. The physiography of the Project area is characterized by 
variable, steep terrain that predominantly exists as agricultural or undeveloped, forested land. 
Furthermore , several areas along and adjacent to the expanded 100-foot ROW have hydrological 
characteristics (i.e., streams, ponds, wetlands, and floodplains) , which present a challenge from a 
combined constructability and long -term operation and maintenance perspective. As a result, the 
Project is anticipated to require  increased environmental  permitting, specialized clearing 
techniques, and extensive amounts of timber  matting for access. These factors notably increase 
the applicable intangible and capital costs estimated for the Project (see Table 6 -1). 

(3)  Present Worth and Annualized Cost for Capital Costs  

The present worth of the estimated capital costs for the Project is $40,356,327. Project costs 
estimated with inflation, based on the 10/2027 construction start date ( CSD), are $49,629,767.

The estimated annual total construction and operation payroll is $ 18,043,154 and the estimated 
present worth of construction and operation payroll is $ 24,829,100. 

(2)  Construction and Operation Employment  and Estimates  

The Company estimates that there will be approximately 200 jobs  created during  construction of 
the Project. These contracted jobs are temporary in nature and will only support construction of 
the project.  

(3)  Estimated County, Township, and Municipal Tax Revenue  

The Project crosses the city of Athens, the village of Albany, and Alexander, Athens, and Lee 
townships in Athens County, Ohio. The local school districts, The Plains Fire Department, and 
TMBRF Health District will also receive tax revenue from the Project. The Company will pay 
property taxes on the utility facilities in each jurisdiction.  

Based on the tax rates paid in 2025 , the combined annual property taxes associated with the 
Preferred Route over the first year after the Project is completed are estimated to be $868,700 . 
Please note that this estimate assumes that construction on this project will start in 2027. All 
transmission assets placed in-service after 12/31/2026 will be assessed at a 25% ratio rather than 
85%.

Material /equipment  deliveries and general Project construction traffic will occur along specified 
haul routes, which will be identified prior to commencement of construction for the Project . 
During construction, various vehicles such as haul trucks, fixed bed trucks, semi-trailers, dump 
trucks, pickup trucks, and standard automobiles will travel to and traverse through the Project 
area along the specified haul routes. The Company anticipates the majority of construction -
related traffic to utilize the �3�U�R�M�H�F�W�� �D�U�H�D�¶�V�� �S�U�L�P�D�U�\�� �W�U�D�Q�V�S�R�U�W�D�W�L�R�Q�� �F�R�U�U�L�G�R�U�� ��US-50/OH -32), 
limiting the use of smaller, local county and township roads  to the extent feasible.   

The Company will obtain a road use maintenance agreement (RUMA) with the Athens County 
Engineer prior to commencement of construction . As part of the RUMA process, the Company 
will document the existing conditions of the haul routes . Any inadequate roads and bridges along 
the specified haul routes will be resurfaced and/or repaired to suitable conditions prior to 
material/equipment deliveries and construction of the Project.  

Upon completion of the Project, the �U�R�D�G�V�¶��current conditions will be compared to those previous 
conditions that are  documented in the RUMA . If any damage occurs along the haul routes that

related traffic will involve vehicles of legal weight and size; however, some oversize or wide-load 
vehicles may be required for hauling large equipment. In this case, the Company�¶�V���F�R�Q�W�U�D�F�W�R�U���V�� 
will obtain special hauling permits from ODOT.  

Where necessary for the safety of the construction personnel and the surrounding community , 
the Project will require temporary road and lane closures as well as appropriate  traffic control 
measures (e.g., flagging and off-duty police presence).  

Transportation permits are not anticipated for the normal operation and maintenance of the 
Project.

The Project crosses the city of Athens, the village of Albany, and Alexander, Athens, and Lee 
townships within Athens County, Ohio.
